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IT Sector Disappointed with Government Budget
(Press Release)

(March 9, 2009) IT professionals are not satisfied with the recently released Budget 2009-10, an
industry survey reveals. The survey, conducted by Charles Mok, Chairman of Internet Society
Hong Kong, and Vice Chairman of The Professional Commons, finds that IT professionals rate
the Budget at 3.1 when they are asked to rate it from 0 to 10 with 10 as the highest mark. The
majority of the respondents believe the work of the government in the preservation of IT jobs,
development of the competitiveness of local IT sector and information infrastructure as “poor” or
“very poor”. Mr Mok urges the government to reconsider and appropriate its fiscal surplus to
achieve the above-mentioned goals.

The online survey was jointly conducted by Mr Mok and IT Voice, a group of Election Committee
members from the IT sector, to collect views from IT professionals on the Budget 2009-10,
especially on IT-related measures. The survey successfully collect views from about 200 IT
people.

Mr Mok said the survey results reflect that industry professionals are in general dissatisfied with
the budget. Although nearly half of the respondents considers the emphasis of IT in this Budget is
“about the same” as in the past, 35% think the emphasis was decreased, much higher than the
4% who believe the opposite. When interviewees were asked to rate the budget in general, the
average mark was 3.12 at a ten-point scale, a mark far below the acceptable level. Over 60% of
the respondents give zero to three points to the Budget (64%). Only one tenth gives five or more
points (11%).

Concrete measures proposed in the budget are below the industry’s expectations. Though around
30% of respondents agree the introduction of e-health record system will benefit the sector, few
think the other measures mentioned are relevant. It is alarming to see nearly 30% of respondents
think that none of the measures suggested in the Budget benefits the industry.

Mr Mok further explains that the items in Question 2 were selected from the highlights of the
budget, representing the IT-relevant measures in the Budget. “The negative feedback from the
industry, thinking none of the measures will benefit the sector, reflects the industry’s discontent.”

Government’s efforts on promoting the development of local IT sector also receive low ratings.
More than 80% of respondents think government’s efforts in preserving IT jobs are “poor” or “very
poor”. For “promoting competitiveness of IT sector” and “developing information infrastructure”,
more than 90% and 70% of the respondents rate government’s efforts as “poor” or “very poor”,
respectively, indicating serious concerns from the IT industry regarding its prospects.

Mr Mok says the government did not try its best to strengthen local information infrastructure. “I
believe the general public will certainly support the government to strengthen its internal IT
security even during economic downturn.” Mr Mok says, “By improving local information
infrastructures, the government not only can provide better public services but also preserving
more IT jobs.”

“The Professional Commons, IT Voice and Internet Society Hong Kong submitted the ‘10
Information Infrastructure Projects’ proposal to the Financial Secretary early this year. The
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purpose of that proposal was to propose timely and appropriate information infrastructure projects
for government’s adoption.” Mr Mok reveals he was disappointed that only e-health record system
and the concept of the e-citizen accounts were adopted. “The government should at least help
schools to hire IT assistants and provide permanent funding for HKCERT.”

Mr Mok urges the government to reconsider, so as to create and preserve more IT jobs by
adopting more information infrastructure projects, while the government’s fiscal position is in
relatively good shape to invest in Hong Kong's future.
